rules which the Government of Maharashtra proposes to make in
exercise of the powers conferred by clause (i) of sub-section (2)
of section 184 read with sub-section (5) of section 19 of the
Maharashtra Housing and Area Development Act, 1976 (Mah.
XXVIII of 1977), and of all other powers enabling it in that
behalf, and in supersession of all the existing rules, notifications,
order or any other instruments issued in this behalf to regulate
recruitment to the post of "Senior Programmer'" in the
Engineering Service of the Maharashtra Housing and Area
Development Authority, is hereby published, as required by sub-
section (3) of section 184 of the said Act, for the information of
all the persons likely to be affected thereby; and a notice is
hereby given that the said draft will be taken in to consideration
by the Government of Maharashtra on or before the 30" of June
2025.

2. Any objection or suggestions, which may be received by the
Additional Chief Secretary, Housing Department, Mantralaya,
Madam Cama Marg, Hutatma Rajguru Chowk, Mumbai - 400
032, from any person with respect to the said draft rules before
the aforesaid date, will be considered if the Government deems it

appropriate .




DRAFT RULES

1. Short title.- These rules may be called the Senior Programmer
in the Engineering Service of the Maharashtra Housing and Area
Development Authority under the administrative control of
Housing Department of the Government of Maharashtra

(Recruitment) Rules, 2025.

2. Definitions.- In these rules, unless the context requires

otherwise,-

(a)“Government” means the Government of Maharashtra.

(b)“Authority” means the Maharashtra Housing and Area
Development Authority established under section 3 of
Maharashtra Housing and Area Development Act, 1976
(Mah. XXVIII of 1977);

(c) “degree” means a degree of any discipline of a statutory
university or any other qualification declared by the
Government to be equivalent thereto.

(d) “eligibility for promotion” means the eligibility for
promotion in accordance with the terms and conditions
specified for promotion in rules, resolutions or orders issued
by the Government, from time to time;

3. Appointment to the post of Senior Programmer in the

Engineering Service of the Authority, shall be made either,-

(a) by promotion of a suitable person having
eligibility for promotion, on the basis of seniority,
from amongst the persons holding the post of Junior
Programmer or Server and Network Administrator

having not less than three years of regular and




continuous service on that post; or

(b) by nomination from amongst the candidates
recommended by the Authority who fulfils the
following criteria, namely: -

(i) Age limit.-

(A)Lower Age Limit.- Nineteen years of age
completed as on the last date of receipt of
applications as per advertisement for recruitment
to the said post.

(B)Upper Age Limit.- Does not exceed thirty-eight
years of age for the persons not belonging to
reserved categories and forty-three years of age
for the persons belonging to reserved categories
as on the last date of receipt of application as per
advertisement for recruitment to the said post.

(ii) Minimum Educational Qualifications.- A person
holding a degree of M.E or M.Tech in Computer
Engineering or Computer Technology or Computer
Science Engineering or Information Technology
Engineering from a recognized university.

4. Ratio for appointment.- Appointment to the post mentioned in
rule 3 by promotion and nomination shall be made in the ratio of
50:50, respectively.

5. Provisions for Departmental Examination.- A person before
being appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3 by promotion
shall be required to pass the Departmental Examination

conducted by the Authority therefor, unless he has been




exempted from passing the same.
6. Hindi and Marathi Languages Examination.-
(1) For appointment by promotion.-

A person appointed to post mentioned in rule 3 by
promotion shall pass the Marathi and Hindi languages
examinations as per the rules made in that behalf by the
Government, from time to time, unless he has already passed
or has been exempted from passing those examinations
before getting promoted to the said post.

(2) For appointment by nomination.-

A person appointed to the post mentioned in rule 3
by nomination shall pass the Marathi and Hindi languages
examinations as per the rules made in that behalf by the
Government, from time to time, within the prescribed time
limit after appointment, unless he has already passed or
has been exempted from passing those examinations. He
shall not be eligible for annual increment or promotion to
the next promotional post until he passes those
examinations.

7. Declaration of Small Family.- (1) A person appointed to post
mentioned in rule 3 by nomination shall submit a declaration of
Small Family as per the provisions of the Maharashtra Civil
Services (Declaration of Small Family) Rules, 2005 or any other
rules, orders or any instruments issued in this behalf by the
Government, from time to time.

(2) A person having more than two children on the date of
submission of Declaration of Small Family shall be disqualified

for the appointment in service.




(3) After appointment of a person in the service, if it is proved
that he has more than two children at the time of appointment or
thereafter, then he shall be disqualified for continuing on the said
post in service.

8. Provision regarding transfers.- A person appointed to the post
mentioned in rule 3 shall be liable to be transferred within all the
Boards of the Authority in the State of Maharashtra.

9. Applicability of other Orders/Rules.- The terms and conditions
specified by the Government from time to time shall apply to the

person appointed to the post mentioned in Rule 3 after his

appointment in the service of the Authority.
