Online registration for sale of 120 flats on a “First Come, First Served” basis by
MHADA Mumbai Board from 5 February

Process for online application submission, payment of deposit, application fee, and flat
selection to start from 12 February

Mumbai, 2 February 2026:- MHADA’s Mumbai Housing and Area Development Board has
made 120 flats available for sale on a “First Come, First Served” basis from various housing
colonies under its jusrisdiction. Online registration for applications will commence on
MHADA'’s official website from 5 February 2026 at 11:00 a.m.

The flats included in this scheme were earlier offered through lotteries but remained
unsold due to various reasons. Interested citizens are requested to register their applications
on the official website https://bookmyhome.mhada.gov.in and take advantage of this
opportunity.

Applicants must first complete registration on MHADAs official website. The process
of submitting the online application, paying the security deposit, paying the application fee,
and selecting the flat, will begin from 12 February 2026 at 11:00 a.m. After finalising a flat,
the applicant must pay 10 per cent of the flat’s sale price within 48 hours.

Under the “First Come, First Served” scheme, 84 flats are available for sale which were
constructed by MHADA's Mumbai Board include 08 flats at Shimpoli, Kandivali, 02 flats at
Charkop Sector-8, Kandivali, 27 flats at Antop Hill-Wadala, 44 flats at Tunga, Powai, 01
flat at PMGP, Mankhurd, 01 flat at Malvani, Malad, 01 flat at Gaikwad Nagar, Malvani—
Malad. In addition, under Development Control Regulation 33(5) and 33(7), 36 flats received
by the Board and available for sale include 02 flats at Ghatkopar East, 01 flat at Kannamwar
Nagar, Vikhroli, 08 flats at Antop Hill-Wadala, 06 flats at Byculla, 06 flats at Tardeo, 04
flats at Lower Parel, 02 flats at Sion, 07 flats at Juhu Vile Parle Development (JVPD),
Andheri West

On the date of application, the applicant must be at least 18 years old and must be an
Indian citizen. While the required documents include Aadhaar Card and PAN Car for those
unmarried while for married applicants: Aadhaar and PAN Cards of both husband and wife.
Also Divorced applicants will have to submit a certified copy of the court judgment, or copy
of appeal filed (possession of the flat will not be given without the final judgment copy). The
flat will not be allotted without the decree certificate.

For reserved categories, a caste validity certificate is required; if not available, a caste
certificate must be submitted. A mobile number linked with Aadhaar is mandatory.
Applicants must provide email IDs of both husband and wife, or their own email ID if
unmarried.

After payment of the security deposit, the applicant will see the “Book My Home” button.
Details such as wing/building number, flat number, and floor will be displayed. Applicants
can select a flat if it is available.

After paying the security deposit, the application can only be viewed and no changes can
be made. Applicants should carefully check the details mentioned in the printed receipt and
ensure they are correct.
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After finalising the flat, 10% of the sale price must be paid within 48 hours. Once the
payment is received by MHADA, a temporary offer letter will be issued online for payment
of the remaining amount.

Applicants must pay the required security deposit and application fee before selecting a
flat. If the applicant fails to pay 10% of the sale price within 48 hours after flat selection, the
claim on the flat will be automatically cancelled, and the entire security deposit will be
forfeited to the Board.

With one security deposit, an applicant can finalise only one flat at a time. If the applicant
wishes to rebook the same flat after 48 hours, a fresh security deposit will have to be paid
again.

Details of vacant flats will be automatically updated on the website from time to time,
and applicants can apply accordingly. All payments must be made online only through
NEFT/RTGS/Net Banking/UPI/Debit Card/Credit Card. After finalising the flat, the applicant
must pay 10% of the sale price online within 48 hours. If the payment is not made within this
period, the claim on the flat will be cancelled automatically and the security deposit will be
forfeited.

After paying 10% of the sale price, a temporary offer letter will be issued online for
payment of the remaining amount. The remaining amount must be paid within 90 days. If not
paid within this period, an extension of up to 90 days may be granted with applicable interest
as per rules. Failure to comply will result in cancellation of the allotment without any reason
after expiry of the period.

If, after issuance of the temporary offer letter, the applicant cancels the flat for any
reason, fails to pay the sale price within the prescribed time, or if the allotment is cancelled
for any reason, 1% of the flat’s sale price will be deducted from the amount paid, and the
remaining amount will be refunded without any interest.

If the applicant wishes to take a housing loan from a financial institution, they must
upload the Pre-Sanctioned Letter of the concerned institution through their login ID. After
this, a No Objection Certificate (NOC) will be issued by the office in the name of the bank
through the applicant’s login ID.

After full payment of the flat price and stamp duty, the allotment letter and possession letter
will be issued.

The Mumbai Board has not appointed any agent, advisor, or property agent or broker
for allotment of flats or related work under this scheme. MHADA will not be responsible for
any financial transactions carried out by applicants with unauthorised persons. If any broker
or individual is found selling applications, collecting money in MHADA’s name, or
committing fraud, applicants should contact the Chief Vigilance and Security Officer at 022-
