MHADA Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar Board Launches Plantation of 20,000 Trees at
Jewli and Kasti Budruk in Dharashiv District

Mumbai, July 20, 2025 — Reaffirming its commitment to sustainable development and environmental
stewardship, the Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar Housing and Area Development Board—an integral part
of the Maharashtra Housing and Area Development Authority (MHADA)—Ilaunched an ambitious
tree plantation drive under the state-wide Van Mahotsav initiative.

As part of the July Van Mahotsav celebrations, MHADA has rolled out a major green initiative across
all its regional boards—including Mumbai, Konkan, Pune, Nashik, Nagpur, Amravati, and
Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar. Guided by its strong sense of social responsibility, MHADA has set an
inspiring goal of planting 2 lakh trees across Maharashtra, creating green urban landscapes for future
generations.

In its first phase, over 50,000 trees are being planted across the Mumbai Metropolitan Region
(MMR). The Mumbai Board has taken the lead with 50,000 trees, while the Konkan Board is
executing plantation drives covering 25,000 trees at various MHADA project sites.

Similarly, each of the Pune, Nashik, Nagpur, Amravati, and Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar Boards has
been assigned a target of 25,000 trees. Among the recent milestones, the Nashik Board has
successfully planted 15,000 trees at the Biodiversity Park in Nimon (Taluka Chandwad, District
Nashik). Meanwhile, the Pune Board has initiated a 20,000-tree plantation at the RAY Nagar Housing
Project in Kumbhari, Solapur district, under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Urban). Through this
collective effort, MHADA aims not only to enhance the environmental fabric of the state but also to
foster ecological balance and promote a healthier, greener Maharashtra.
