Eight applications heard during MHADA’s 12th Lokshahi Din

Applicants provided relief through citizen-oriented decisions by Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal, IAS,
Vice President and Chief Executive Officer, MHADA

Mumbai, 9 June 2025: The 12th Lokshahi Din of the Maharashtra Housing and Area
Development Authority (MHADA) was held today at the Housing Bhavan, Bandra (East).
The session was conducted under the leadership of Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal, 1AS, Vice President
and Chief Executive Officer, MHADA. Hearings were conducted on eight citizen
applications.

During the session, Mr. Jaiswal underlined the importance of accountability, transparency,
and just administration. He issued prompt directives on each matter. In one such case, an
applicant who had been allotted a tenement under the 2024 computerised lottery of the
Master List, was granted immediate relief. Mr. Narendra Nigudkar, a resident of a cessed
building under the Mumbai Building Repairs and Reconstruction Board and formerly
residing in a transit tenement, had surrendered his unit after being allotted a tenement.
However, due to delay by the developer, he had not received possession of the tenement at
Antop Hill, Wadala (East). Taking serious note of the matter, Mr. Jaiswal instructed officials
to call the concerned developer to the MHADA office immediately, and further directed that
possession of the allotted tenement be handed over to the applicant by 12 noon the next day.

Yet in another case Mr. Sanjay Bhaire had submitted an application regarding unauthorised
construction on an open space in Sneha Deep Society, Goregaon (West). During the hearing,
Mr. Jaiswal instructed officials to initiate action to immediately stop unauthorised use of the
society’s open space. He further directed that an inspection be carried out and a report be
submitted within seven days.

In the matter concerning Mr. Prakash Kumar N. S., who had filed a complaint about the long-
pending redevelopment of Siddhesh Cooperative Housing Society in Kalina, Santacruz
(East), Mr. Jaiswal directed that the members of the housing society should pass a general
body resolution indicating their willingness to carry out redevelopment through MHADA. Mr
Jaiswal assured that appropriate action would be taken by the Authority after receipt of the
resolution.

Mr. Ganesh Shinde had requested repairs to the building of Durgadevi Society on
Bhandarwada Cross Road, Girgaon. Mr. Jaiswal directed that the external piping and the non-
functional lift be repaired immediately. He instructed that the repair work be carried out
under the supervision of a committee appointed by the society’s members and also directed
the concerned officers to conduct a site inspection and submit a report.

In a case concerning Mr. Kashinathrao Sadavarte, a tenant of MHADA Colony, Chhatrapati
Sambhaji Nagar, who had sought waiver of interest levied for delay in payment of the sale
price of his tenement, Mr. Jaiswal instructed that the applicant must first clear the pending
sale amount. He further stated that legal aspects related to interest waiver would be examined
at the Authority level and a decision taken as per policy.
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Of the eight applications heard during the 12th Lokshahi Din, four were related to the
Mumbai Housing Board, three to the Mumbai Building Repairs and Reconstruction Board,
and one to the Chhatrapati Sambhaji Nagar Board. Applicants expressed that their grievances
were handled in a fair and timely manner under the Lokshahi Din mechanism.
