MHADA Nashik Board announces lottery for 478 flats

Vice President & CEO Shri Sanjeev Jaiswal inaugurates online registration with “Go-Live”
launch

Mumbai, 4 September, 2025: The Nashik Housing and Area Development Board (a unit of
MHADA) has announced a computerized lottery for the sale of 478 flats under various
housing projects in the 20% Inclusive Housing Scheme at Gangapur Shivar, Deolali Shivar,
Pathardi Shivar, Mhasrul Shivar, Nashik Shivar, and Agar Takli Shivar in Nashik city for the
economically weaker section (EWS) category. The online registration and application process
for this lottery was inaugurated today through a “Go-Live” ceremony by MHADA Vice
President and Chief Executive Officer, Mr Sanjeev Jaiswal (I1AS).
The event, held via video conferencing from Maharashtra Housing and Area Development
Authority (MHADA) headquarters in Bandra (East), was attended by Nashik Board’s Chief
Officer Mr Shivkumar Awalkante, Chief Engineer Mr Dhirajkumar Pandirkar, Deputy Chief
Executive Officer Mr Anil Wankhede, and other officials.
Speaking on the occasion, Mr Jaiswal appealed the aspiring applicants to apply only through
MHADA'’s official website https://housing.mhada.gov.in or the MHADA Lottery App
available on the android and 10S mobiles. He further emphasized that MHADA has not
appointed any representatives, consultants, mediators or property agents for the sale of these
flats. Applicants should not engage in any transactions with such persons, and in case of such
dealings, MHADA or the Nashik Board will not be responsible for any transactions or fraud.
He further added that MHADA’s IHLMS 2.0 computerized system is completely transparent,
simple, and user-friendly, ensuring a fair lottery process without any human intervention.
This is the third lottery of the year conducted by the Nashik Board, which has earlier
successfully allotted 379 flats, 105 shops, and 32 plots in the two housing lotteries.
The online registration process began on 4 September, 2025 at 1:00 p.m. and will continue
until 3 October, 2025, 11:59 p.m. Applicants can submit their completed forms online until
the same deadline. Online payment of the earnest money deposit (EMD) can also be made
until 3 October, 2025, 11:59 p.m., while RTGS/NEFT transactions will be accepted until the
bank’s working hours on 4 October, 2025. The final list of eligible applicants will be
published on 17 October, 2025 at 12:00 noon on MHADA'’s official website. The date and
venue of the lottery draw will also be announced on the website.
A total of 478 flats under the 20% Inclusive Housing Scheme are available in this lottery, all
reserved for applicants from the Economically Weaker Section (EWS) category. These
include: 22 flats at Deolali Shivar, 50 flats at Gangapur Shivar, 64 flats at Pathardi Shivar,
196 flats at Mhasrul Shivar, 14 flats at Nashik Shivar, and 132 flats at Agar Takli Shivar
