MHADA VP CEQO, Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal, IAS, conducts ground Inspection of
MHADA cessed properties

Mr. Jaiswal assesses progress of cessed and redeveloped buildings

Mumbai, February 14, 2025: MHADA Vice President and CEO, Mr. Sanjeev Jaiswal,
IAS, conducted an extensive inspection of cessed and redeveloped buildings under the
jurisdiction of the Mumbai Building Repairs and Reconstruction Board. The inspection
began at 11:00 AM and concluded at 5:30 PM, covering various sites, including buildings
acquired under Section 91(A), cluster redevelopment projects under Regulation 33(9), and
ongoing redevelopment works.

Mr. Jaiswal first visited Jasoda Co-operative Housing Society, Swami Samarth, and RK
Building in the G-North Ward. These buildings were acquired under Section 91(A). He
interacted with tenants and residents to understand their concerns and directed officials to
ensure that pending work at these buildings is completed at the earliest.

At Anandalaya, a cessed building where redevelopment work has been delayed, Mr.
Jaiswal noted that the developer had been given a six-month extension under Section
91(A). However, since the work had not progressed, he instructed officials to take action
against the developer.

Mr. Jaiswal then inspected twelve cessed and redeveloped buildings under Regulation
33(9), including Chhapra, Mohsin, Kulshree Sita Smriti, Ganesh, Saudamini, Megh,
Varun, Rambhuvan, Aakanksha, Gurukrupa, Abdul Rehman, and Khandke. He directed
officials to hold a meeting on cluster redevelopment and urged residents to actively
participate to ensure smooth implementation of the projects.

During the visit, Mr. Jaiswal instructed officials to include private properties such as Baithi
Chawl and Janardan Apartment on Shankar Ghanekar Marg in the cluster redevelopment
scheme under Regulation 33(9).

In the G-South Ward, he inspected ten buildings in Khed Galli, Prabhadevi, Botawala
Chawl, and seven buildings on Rajabhau Desai Marg undergoing cluster redevelopment.
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He also reviewed the progress of redevelopment work at Kadri Mansion, Sakharbai Dhanji
Chawl, Principal TP Plot, Siddhi Prabhat Jersey A & B, and Ganesh Nivas. He directed
officials to hold an urgent meeting to resolve redevelopment issues. Former MLA Shri
Sada Sarvankar was present during the visit.

Mr. Jaiswal later visited the Piramal Mill transit camp to inspect the site and interact with
tenants. He reviewed the ongoing construction of Wellington View, a rest house for Indian
Administrative Service officers, and directed officials to ensure its timely completion.

At MP Mill Compound, where a working women’s hostel is proposed, he instructed
officials to demolish two transit buildings currently occupying the site.

He also inspected the joint redevelopment project at Juni Chikhalwadi and reviewed
redevelopment proposals for Goregaonkar Wadi and Koliwadi under Regulation 33(7). He
directed officials to complete the review process at the earliest.

Mr. Jaiswal also visited LIC-owned buildings in Girgaon, where tenants expressed their
willingness to participate in the redevelopment process.

Accompanying Mr. Jaiswal on the inspection were Mumbai Building Repairs and
Reconstruction Board CO, Mr. Milind Shambharkar, Joint CO, Mr. Umesh Wagh, and
Deputy CEO, Mr. Anil Wankhade, along with other senior officials.
